Where is it?  The recently refurbished Norbreck Castle Hotel is located in the quieter more 
genteel North Shore area of Blackpool, it fronts the Queens Promenade, with the chance 
to stroll along the Promenade or Low Walk by the sea, or perhaps sit on a bench in the 
sun if the weather is kind. It even has its own tram stop outside that can conveniently take 
you right into the centre of the town, so once you have parked up at the hotel you can 
forget about your car. The newly upgraded Norbreck has also just won a prestigious 
national award, as runner up for the “best individual hotel for groups” presented at the 
group travel awards 2009. 
 
Does it have parking? Yes the hotel has its own large “free” car park, simply pop your 
cases at reception & park right outside. 
 
What facilities will we have? The great news is everything is all under one roof, so the 
weather can throw its worst at us and you will all stay warm and dry. We have had a few 
years at Pontins where we all looked like drowned rats walking between all the venues, 
no such problems here. 

The Norbreck features the very nice Spindles Health & Leisure Club, which includes a 
heated Indoor Pool, spa, sauna and steam room, you can even take aerobics classes 
(extra charge) if you would like to. There is also a small cinema and a range of bars and 
sun lounges for those non-organ moments.  
For the “main Accordion event” we have a nice venue for the concerts. We will also have a 
number of different rooms and areas that can play host to the many seminars and teach-
ins we have planned along with our friendly dealers. 
 
Will the show be like before?  Yes as you will have read above, we have all facilities we 
need to provide you with our world famous all day Accordion entertainment programme, 
with concerts, teach-ins another stunning week with the worlds very best artists is 
guaranteed plus your friendly exhibitor extravaganza.
